Ensurebase pla tefle xfee tdo no textend past r efrigeratorbody ont or efrigeratordoor. Once a
suitable loca tionhas been determined use a pencil and lightly tr aceth eoutlin eof th ecover

plate and base pla teon th er efrigerator. Usin gth epr ovided alcohol wipes ,tho roughly clea nth e
surfaceof th er efrigeratoras well as th efle xfeet. Make sureal Ibondin gsurface sar ecompletely
cleanand allo wto air dr yin or derto achieve th ebest possibl ebond.

Putth eRefrigeratorLock in th e“locked” position. Usin gth epr ovided glue ,place 7-8 d rops on
eachof th efle xf eet. Make sure to place drops of glue evenly around each foot.

Carefullyplace th elock in th e marked ar eaand apply fir mpr essuref or 10 Oseconds.
Itisveryimportantyouapply pressure for 10 Oseconds and tha tno air enters between the flex feet
andrefrigeratoratthattime.

Onceyo ucount to 10 Ocar efullyunlock th e
refrigeratorlock and allo wth elock to sit UNTOUCHED for 24 hours. Do not open the
refrigerator door for 24 hours.

After2 4hours simpl yturn th ekey to lock th e
RefrigeratorLock - your content sar eno wsecur e!
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
